Hazardous Materials Training — Students learned how to safely respond to hazardous
substance incidents by practicing decontamination procedures and hazard mitigation
techniques. This training helps future firefighters protect themselves and others in

dangerous chemical or biological situations.

) Fire Dynamics & Flow Path Training - Inside a simulated burn building, students
observed how fire and smoke move through a structure, giving them valuable insight into
how to predict fire behavior and plan safe rescues during real incidents.

A new journal article by Dr. Dana Kirkwood-Watts,
Associate Professor, Microbiology highlights how biology students approach
online research when answering homework questions. In this study, students
were observed and interviewed as they navigated the internet for biology-related
information. Key findings include frequent use of Wikipedia, although there is a
shared consensus that it is not a reliable source of information, dependence on
Google Snippets, and preference for known science-based websites such as
NCBI and Nature.
